     Where did the time go? Can it really be that the Student 
Union has been open for a full year already? What a year it has 
been! We hope you took the opportunity to visit this facility 
and experience some of the programs and services designed to 
enhance student life at UConn.  
     Just a few weeks ago, a computer randomly selected 3,500 
students to receive an electronic survey from us regarding the 
Student Union. Almost 700 students responded to our request 
for feedback and they had quite a lot to say. I am happy to 
report that overall students seem very satisfied, in fact 
delighted, with the new U. They offered some great ideas for 
improvements and we are going to do our best to implement 
some of their wonderful suggestions. One of the most 
important is our increased commitment to recycling. In 
cooperation with the University’s new program, students will 
now find over 75 recycling containers in or around the U and 
we are launching an extensive marketing campaign this fall to 
encourage a “greener” campus.   
     There are so many new and exciting things planned for the 
Student Union in the next academic year. We are very pleased 
to be the new home of an additional Husky Excursions Center. 
This area will be operated by the fine folks in the Recreation 
Office and we believe it will be an exciting venture. Students 
can stop by Husky Excursions, rent camping equipment, bikes, 
skis, rollerblades, etc. and receive assistance on how to take 
advantage of the area’s great outdoor recreational experiences. 
     Right across the hallway will be “Husky Print,” a quick-copy 
service center for students, faculty, staff, conference guests, 
and visitors. Paw Prints will be a satellite operation of the 
Document Production Center. We hope this location will pro-
vide quick access for students with copying needs. And the 

really great news is that no job will be too small or too big. 
Special service requests can be processed at Paw Prints and 
then the work sent electronically to the primary facility for 
project completion.  
     The Convenience Store was delayed which was a great 
disappointment. But I am happy to report that the project is 
back on track and we should see construction activity in the 
very near future. Dining Services will be running that operation 
under the careful eye of new manager, Doug Carlone. And 
speaking of construction projects, the Student Union staff will 
be moving this year too! Our operation will be centralized in 
an office suite located on the first floor. Apparently, what goes 
around does actually come around as we will be moving to the 
same location that housed the offices many years ago. We are 
anxiously looking forward to being located in one place and 
believe it will increase our availability for students.  
     Changes are also in store for the Game Room. It will 
re-located to a much bigger and better location which will 
allow for the addition of some great new features – including 2 
miniature bowling lanes, Playstation area, more video games, 
pinball, basketball game, and yes - billiards will return to the U.   
     We also plan to move the Art Gallery to the first floor 
which will increase traffic in this facility and bring greater 
awareness to the wonderful work of our artistic students. The 
existing art gallery space will be renovated into a state-of-the-
art meeting space, which student organizations desperately 
need. 
     If you plan to be in the area this summer, stop by the U and 
check out our great programs. There will be weekly movies on 
Wednesday evenings, trips to Six Flags and lots of ice cream to 
go around while enjoying some great entertainment. Whenever 
you are in the area, we hope you will stop by and visit us.
